You have in your hands a VBS that is simple, easy to plan, and easy to do. Just pick a date, gather some volunteers, hang some 
invitation posters around the community, and you are ready to go!
With a larger team of staff , the VBS is more fun for everyone involved, so we have divided up the work into various roles to involve 
more people. 

Here are some ideas for you to divide up the workload of your VBS:
• 1 VBS director
• 1 Song leader
• 1 Preacher for the main lesson
• 2 Actors for the drama (the captain and the robot)
• 1 Class coordinator (student books and lesson review)
• 1 Craft s coordinator
• 1 Snack coordinator
• 1 Games coordinator
• 6-10 leaders for each small group, depending on the number of children in your VBS

Each day the captain will lead the kids on a ride in the space ship, ‘Galaxy Express’ with 
the help of his assistant robot.
Your captain is a serious man because he is responsible for the ship, as well as the 
children’s ability to receive spiritual input during the week. He introduces his assistant 
robot to the audience: a clumsy and sometimes malfunctioning robot. Sometimes while 
the robot is talking, he ends up muttering and just spitting out weird sounds instead of 
words. He always needs oil in his joints to keep moving.
Each day the captain and the robot will introduce the main point of the day, and the 
response the kids need to do each time they hear it. Th e captain will also introduce the 
space application that the kids will hear in their small groups.
Th e skit ideas are provided for the VBS opening of each day, but you can also close the 
day with them, or have the characters participate in the games, or go around and visit 
the classes. Th e kids will love getting to know the captain and the robot!
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How to use this material

Each day, the students will learn a 
phrase for that day, and the response 
with actions. Th is activity is very 
important, so that your students will 
not get bored during the main sermon, 
and it will make your whole VBS 
special. Th roughout your whole VBS, 
whenever a leader mentions the phrase 
of the day, the students should know 
the response and the action that goes 
with it. Th ey will learn it during the 
drama with the captain and the robot, 
and you can use it the rest of the day.

Games
Th e games for this program will be played with all the 
children sitting in a large group, separated into teams.  
(You can have 2 to 4 teams.) Th e easiest would be the boys 
against the girls. For each game, the teams will send a few 
volunteers to represent their team while the others help by 
screaming, cheering, and laughing from their chairs. So 
that the children do not get bored, play several diff erent 
games each day, for short periods of time, changing 
volunteer participants. 
One idea for choosing the students who will participate 
up front in the games, is to look for well behaving students 
during the other activities of your VBS. Hand these 
students something that shows that they get to play. It 
could be something to hang around their necks, something 
tied on their wrists, or a card they put into their pocket. 
For each game, the more prepared ahead of time you can 
be, the better the games will be.  As you prepare these 
games, think “gameshow” or “Nickelodeon” TV shows. 
You could have some bright fabric for the students to put 
on up front, sound eff ects or music for the game time, and 
maybe some fun decorations. (We have provided a game-
time song for you to play on the Galaxy Express CD.) Do 
in-expensive things that can add some real fun to your 
VBS. So get ready and have fun!

Class Activity

Each child makes their own cloud, and 
the class assembles the pillar of cloud 

from each individual one. To make the 
clouds, have them draw it, cut it out, and 

glue a decoration on it. (White powder 
from the market or glitter.) Repeat for 

the column of fl ames.

Th is picture is created with glue 
and colored powder or glitter.

Voyagest1 Call Out to God!
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(Opening drama)
Th e captain welcomes the kids to a week of fun adventures as they travel across the galaxies 
to see the greatness of God. Next, he introduces his assistant, the Robot. Th e captain shares 
how today they will be traveling to Saturn and visiting the space station “Nebucopio” where 
they will be using awesome telescopes to see some very far distances. Th e captain also 
mentions that each day they will be learning about the greatness of God, directly from an 
awesome, old, old book: the Bible. Introduce the theme song by having the captain tease the 
kids that they don’t seem ready to take off  into space, so the robot helps them get ready with the song. Have your song leader lead 
everyone in the main song for take-off . Aft er the theme song, you can use the sound eff ect track for take off  and travel, continuing 
the skit while traveling.
Th e spaceship “Galaxy Express” encounters a bunch of asteroids, and has to engage in evasive maneuvers in order not to crash into 
one. Robot is very nervous and sputters extra because he is afraid of crashing and the captain helps him learn to call out to God.
Th e captain teaches the kids in the audience to listen for the words of the day, “Call out to God” and to respond with the phrase, 
“Lord, Help me!” while the kids jump up and extend their arms toward God. Th e robot tries it several times and learns the words 
and actions with the students. 
In the end they are safe, and make it to Saturn. Th e robot thinks the ring around the planet 
is the freeway for speedy travel. Th ey have trouble landing, so Robot has to cry out to God 
again with the audience: “Call out to God” and every responds: “Lord, Help me!”
Th ey land just in time for the astronaut training from the Bible!
(Aft er making a fun landing with the audience, start the main lesson)

(Main Lesson)

Th e Israelites groaned in their slavery and cried out, and their cry for help because of their 
slavery went up to God. God heard their groaning and he remembered his covenant with 
Abraham, with Isaac and with Jacob. So God looked on the Israelites and was concerned 
about them.

and have very little to eat. Sometimes we feel mocked or made fun of at school or maybe we 
are struggling because our parents are fi ghting all the time. Th at is when we need to CALL OUT 
TO GOD! Th e people of God at this time were not only poor and very hungry; but they were 
also mocked and laughed at by the Egyptians. With all the stress, they would also fi ght amongst 
themselves. Life was hard. Th en to make matters worse, the Egyptian ruler declared that all baby boys 
must be killed! Th at is some serious persecution!!! If anyone needed to CALL OUT TO GOD, it was 
the Israelites.

But God had a plan. He carefully watched when Moses was born, and protected him from getting 
murdered. Moses’ mom tried to hide him as long as she could from the bad soldiers that would take 
him away and kill him. Th ere came a time when she couldn’t hide him any longer. Th at is when she 
probably got a very good idea: to CALL OUT TO GOD! God watched over Moses as his mother put 
him in a basket in the river. He could have drowned or been carried far away, but God made sure that 
he was safe. Th e basket fl oated near the home of the Egyptian ruler where the daughter of pharaoh 
decided to take him as her own son. Our God is so GREAT! God had a plan for Moses’ life and saw 
him even when he was a baby in a basket, drift ing in the river. God sees you and me and knows each one of us.
 
We can learn an important lesson today to CALL OUT TO GOD. Times can get tough for you and me. For example, we could have a 
hard time at school or a fi ght with a brother. Th e best thing you can do is CALL OUT TO GOD. Th e Israelites did just that. Th ey were 
able to CALL OUT TO GOD and the Bible says that He heard them, and remembered them. God saw them and knew them. He took 
compassion on them, and saved them. He already had a plan in place with Moses… born an Israelite, saved from death, escaped in a 
basket, and adopted into Pharaoh’s family. So let’s put into action what we have learned today and CALL OUT TO GOD!

Telescopes are amazing things. With them we can see the great expanse of the 
universe. From the earth, we cannot see the planets or moons very well with 
our eyes. Th ey seem like thousands of little dots in the sky. But with a telescope 
we can see them more closely. We can see craters on planets, galaxies and other 
interesting things. With a telescope, we can see things that are far away up close. 
Sometimes you and I feel insignifi cant. We are like one little star in a universe full 
of stars. Th ere are times when we feel like no one can see us, but God can see us 
up close. It is as if He has a telescope and can see us up close even though there 
are thousands of other people around us, and He feels thousands of miles away.

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Using 3 children from each team, the children will stand on stage and spell out an assigned 3-letter 
word using their bodies. Th ere can be multiple rounds of play, and each team will compete against the 
clock.
When the leader says go, the leader whispers the fi rst word to one team and without talking they form 
the word with their bodies. Th e audience of only that team guesses. When they are correct, the watch stops and the leader records how 
many seconds it took for their team to guess the correct word. 
If your teams are boys against girls, the girls will get a word for example, and the 3 girls on stage will form the word with their bodies while 
only the girls in the audience will shout out guesses of what the word is. If the boys participate, they just end up helping the girls win. Some 
suggested 3-letter words are: dog, cat, hat, sun, pig, fun, jet, etc.

Invite on stage one child from each team. Prepare diff erent foods with diff erent fl avors and textures. Hide 
the food from everyone, and blindfold both students that come up front. Bring one food at a time to the 

students on stage to have them taste and identify each one. Have the rest of your students try not to mention what they see to make it 
more of a challenge. (Don’t let your class give the answers!) Each student only has one chance to give an answer, and give them only 
10 seconds to decide. Have napkins or towels available to clean up any mess that may occur. Have the students on stage take turns 
guessing with the variety of diff erent foods. Th e team that correctly identifi es the most food wins.

Today Robot will have a lot of trouble responding to the captain, appearing as though he 
lost his hearing. Start the skit with the captain greeting Robot, and trying to get the ship 
ready for take-off , but Robot totally ignores him. As they are struggling to communicate, 
the captain teaches the robot and the audience the response for the day:
During this lesson, every time the students hear “Respond to God,” have them respond by 
saying “Yes, Lord!” while they put their hand to their ear.

Th e captain shares that they will be traveling to Antares today, the 15th brightest star in the sky, which also happens to be incredibly 
huge!

(Sing the theme song, then take off  with the blast-off  sound track.)
While traveling, the captain mentions to the robot that they need to grab the Milky Way (like it is a freeway) in order to get to their 
destination. Robot doesn’t hear correctly, so they miss an entrance to the Milky Way, and have to take the next one. Th e captain oils 
up the robot, and he starts responding well to the captain. (Use the catch phrase several times: “Respond to God” and “Yes Lord, 
here I am.”)

(Aft er making a fun landing with the audience, start the main lesson)

the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.” At this, Moses hid his face, because he was afraid to look at God. 
(Exodus 3:1-6)

How incredible is our God to show up to talk to Moses!!! God called out to Moses, and He knew him 
by name! Today we are learning what we can do when God calls to us… RESPOND TO GOD!
Moses was minding his own business watching over the sheep. Moses wasn’t praying or doing 
anything spiritual. God called to Him while he was working. He didn’t say, ‘Hey you over there’ 
either, but He called Moses by name! All of a sudden Moses could hear someone calling his name… 
“MOSES, MOSES.” He must have looked around trying to fi nd who was calling His name. Th ere 
was no one around him. He was all alone. Th en he sees it. A bush on fi re!!! Do you think he grabbed 
a fi re extinguisher out of his bag and started to try to put the fi re out? He probably hurried over to 
do something when he noticed that the bush wasn’t actually burning. It was on fi re, but not getting 
burnt! Th en the bush started talking to him! Moses must have thought, “Should I RESPOND TO 
GOD?”
You and I normally do not see burning bushes, and God does not normally talk to us through an 
audible voice, but God is trying to communicate to us all the time. God is always trying to talk to 
you, spend moments with you or give you direction. Th e thing is that very few of us are listening to 
Him. Most people go around ignoring God all day long. Th ey forget that he even exists, or that He 

wants to talk to us! God actually is hoping that you will RESPOND TO GOD! Isn’t our God INCREDIBLE?
Moses could have chosen to ignore God just like we do today, but he stopped and listened. Th en he opened his heart and mouth to 
RESPOND. He answered God with this phrase, “YES LORD, HERE I AM.” God had a plan to save the Israelites from slavery. He wanted 
to use Moses. Moses answered God’s call when he spoke that simple phrase, nothing fancy, just: “Here I am”. God wants to do amazing 
things with your life too! He has great and incredible plans for you, but He needs you to stop and listen to Him. God wants you to 
RESPOND TO GOD!

Since God knows our name and loves us, we may feel very important and big in 
the universe. Just like the earth seems big compared to Venus, Mars, Mercury 
and Pluto. (Show poster 2) But then if you compare the earth to Jupiter, Saturn, 
Uranus and Neptune, it feels small. (Show poster 3) Look at the rest of these 
posters of the universe. (Show posters 4-6) In the great expanse of the universe 
God can still fi nd you and He knows your name, but you still need to respond to 
Him when He calls. You may feel very important, but in the whole universe, you 
are actually very, very, very small.

Broccoli looks like little green bushes, 
and can represent the bush Moses saw 
burning. 
Even Caulifl ower can look like small 
trees. Dip them into ketchup to get the 
fl ame look, or hot sauce for real fl ame 
sensations!

(Opening drama)
Today Robot is complaining because he didn’t get enough sleep last night, and he wants 
to take a nap. Each time the captain asks him to prepare something for take-off , the robot 
doesn’t want to obey, and also looks bored. As they struggle because the robot will not obey, 
teach the audience the phrase for the day: ‘Obey God’ with the response. Th e audience 
learns to jump up and start marching and say “I must get moving,” then actually change 
seats with someone else! Th e idea with today’s lesson is that the audience will continually be 
changing seats, keeping them on their toes and listening for the words: “Obey God.”
Th e robot doesn’t do so well at the beginning and sputters noises more than talking, but the captain gives the robot a great big 
Coca-cola with lots of caff eine to wake him up. (Make a huge pretend coke or coff ee from poster board or cardboard) Now the 
robot is moving all over the place, faster than a space shuttle, or a comet, or the speed of light!
Sing the theme song, and take off  into space. At this point the robot realizes that he doesn’t know where they are going, so the 
captain tells him. Th ey will be going to the closest star and landing at the space station “Velocistar” where they will be learning 
about movement. (All the time the robot is moving all over the place.)
Have them land really quickly so that this trip was the shortest trip of the whole week 
(because we are visiting the closest star), then jump into the lesson. Th e robot can run 
around like crazy once they land, with the captain chasing aft er him as they exit.

(Main Lesson)

“And now the cry of the Israelites has reached me, and I have seen the way the Egyptians are 
oppressing them. So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people the Israelites 
out of Egypt... Now go; I will help you speak and will teach you what to say.” But Moses 
said, “Pardon your servant, Lord. Please send someone else.” Th en the LORD’s anger burned 
against Moses…
Th en Moses went back to Jethro his father-in-law and said to him, “Let me return to my own 
people in Egypt to see if any of them are still alive.” (Exodus 3:9-10, 4:12-18)

Obeying is such a diffi  cult thing. No one wants to obey. No one wants to stop what they 
are doing and obey someone else. It can be especially hard to OBEY GOD since we cannot

actually see Him, and so we try to pretend He doesn’t exist so that we don’t have to. Everyone 
wants to do their own thing. If you do not like to obey your parents, guess what, you are not 
alone! All of humanity is born this way. We are not born sweet little creatures as you may think. 
We are born selfi sh, thinking that the whole world revolves around us. Sometimes when we know we 
should OBEY GOD but we do not want to, we start fussing and begging to get out of it. Well, that is 
what Moses did.

God had a marvelous plan to save His people from slavery and oppression. He wanted to show his 
Glory and Greatness at the same time as He delivered his people. He decided to use the plagues, a 
series of bad things, each one getting worse until the Egyptians decided to let His people go, and let 
God win. God wanted Moses to be the one to speak to Pharaoh. Moses was God’s guy, but Moses 
didn’t want to obey. Moses didn’t want to go.
Moses begged and begged, saying that he wasn’t a good public speaker, that God was better off  fi nding 
a diff erent guy. Moses asked God to send someone else!!! Have you ever begged your mom not to 
make you go somewhere or do something? Th en you know how Moses felt. God had a big plan, and 
it was important for Moses to OBEY GOD. God got tired of all the fussing Moses was doing. Th e Bible says that God got angry with 
him! God allowed Moses to have help, another guy to go with him. What do you think Moses did??? Th at’s right, in the end he did OBEY 
GOD!

God’s plan showed his glory and wonder starting with turning Moses’ staff  into a snake and then back to a staff . Pharaoh refused to let 
God’s people go, so God started with the plagues, each time giving Pharaoh the opportunity to repent, but he would not. God then sent 
plague aft er plague: blood, frogs, gnats, fl ies, death of livestock, boils, hail, locusts, darkness, and death of the fi rst born. Aft er all that, 
pharaoh fi nally gave up and let God win! God’s people were free to leave. And they had seen the glory of God! 

It all happened because Moses was willing to quit fussing, get up and GO, and OBEY GOD!

God ordained movement in the universe. He planned from the very beginning 
that the earth would be spinning on an axis as well as revolving around the sun. 
But from the ground, it doesn’t feel like we are moving at all! (Have the kids 
spin in a circle then try to walk to the other side of your class while spinning) 
Wouldn’t it be hard to walk if we could feel the earth spinning and revolving? Just 
like God planned movement in the universe, He planned movement in our lives. 
God’s plan for life includes steps of action, taking risks, and obeying Him even 
when the path may seem diffi  cult or crazy. In fact, without movement, we get 
bored very quickly and start looking for other things to entertain us. Just like the 
earth will continue spinning, God will continue to give us direction in our life. 
Our response needs to be, “Yes Lord” and movement.

Show students how to assemble a frog 
from various ingredients. Use a small 
apple or cookie for the body. Green grapes, 
celery, or pretzels become the legs. Th e 
eyes are candies, raisons, or chocolate 
pieces on small marshmallows. Th e tongue 
is a tiny sliver of carrot. Let the children 
make their own frogs for extra fun.
Optional: To serve water that turned to 
blood, put red powdered drink mix in the 
bottom of a dark container in advance. 
Pour clean water from a clear pitcher into 
it while the students are watching. As you 
stir, it will turn red.

Movement
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Th e leader prepares ahead of time a list of sound eff ects:
1. Cough. 2. Hiccup. 3. Burp. 4. Sneeze. 5. Hand clap. 6. Yawn. 7. Giggle. 8. Foot stomp. 9. Clearing 
throat.
Line up 6 players, 3 from each team, alternating them. Instruct the players that they must copy all the 
sounds you make in the order you make them. Make the fi rst sound on the list. Go down the line, having all the players make that sound 
individually. Th en make the fi rst and second sounds, and all the players must make those sounds too. Th en add the third sound, and so on. 
If a player cannot make a sound, forgets a sound, or makes them in the wrong order; that player is out. Keep adding sounds until only one 
player is left . His team is the winner!

Wrap masking tape (sticky side out) around the forehead and chin area of one person for each team. Scatter 
paper strips across a table. Have the players put their hands behind their backs while standing behind the 

table, facing the audience. When you say, “Go” the players roll their heads along the table, attempting to stick as many paper strips to 
their head as possible. Th e player with the most strips at the end of a minute wins.
(If a child has long hair, pull it back before applying the tape to avoid painful hair-pulling)

Open today’s VBS with the captain and the robot fi ghting as they talk about where they 
will be traveling. Th e captain says that they need to go to the moon, but the robot wants to 
go to a satellite space station. Th ey fi ght back and forth as they try to prepare for take off . 
Continue the fi ght in-between songs to make it seem longer. (Sing a song, and then have 
them run across the stage fi ghting, then sing another song, etc.)
Have the captain teach the robot today’s lesson point and the response: When a leader says 
“Wait on God”, the children are to jump and do boxing moves while they say “I am ready,” then put their hands together and sit 
down while they say, “But I must wait.”

Robot realizes that he is wrong and apologizes to the captain. Th e captain admits that the satellite is a good idea too, and off ers that 
they could go there tomorrow if the robot wants, since the astronaut is already waiting at the moon for today’s lesson. Th e captain 
and the robot are happy to have a solution, the moon today and the satellite tomorrow, so 
they give each other a hug and prepare for take-off  to the moon. Before take-off , robot starts 
looking around for his moon boots.
Th e captain shares how they will be landing at “Station Panasa” and will be learning about 
space ships and waiting. (Make the travel quick and land on the moon for the lesson.)

(Main Lesson)

As Pharaoh approached, the Israelites looked up, and there were the Egyptians, marching 
aft er them. Th ey were terrifi ed and cried out to the LORD. Th ey said to Moses, “Was it 
because there were no graves in Egypt that you brought us to the desert to die? What have 
you done to us by bringing us out of Egypt? Didn’t we say to you in Egypt, ‘Leave us alone; 
let us serve the Egyptians’? It would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die 
in the desert!” Moses answered the people, “Do not be afraid. Stand fi rm and you will see the 
deliverance the LORD will bring you today. Th e Egyptians you see today you will never see 
again. Th e LORD will fi ght for you; you need only to be still.” (Exodus 14:10-14)

Today we get to learn how the Israelites learned to WAIT ON GOD. As soon as the Egyptians let the 
people go they regretted it. Right away Pharaoh started chasing aft er them and wanted to bring them 
back into slavery. It would have felt like the huge victory of no longer being slaves was now lost. Th e 
enemy was chasing them and they were afraid. In fact, they started to complain and wished that they 
could return to Egypt. Th ey actually thought they would prefer slavery to being free because they 
were being chased by the enemy in the desert. Th e last thing they wanted to do was to WAIT ON 
GOD.
Isn’t it amazing that the people were still afraid aft er seeing the glory of the Lord protecting them? 
God did the most amazing things for these people as they travelled! God sent a huge pillar of cloud 
to guide them in the daytime, and a huge pillar of fi re to guide them at night and to give them light! 
Can you imagine over a million people walking across the desert with a pillar of fi re in front of 
them? We don’t know exactly how many people there were, or how tall the pillar was, but there was a 
large crowd, and it could NOT have been a small little fl ame. (Scholars have calculated if there were 
600,000 fi ghting men, there could have been even up to 2 million people including woman, children 
and older men.) Th is is miraculous and magnifi cent! God guided them as they travelled with a huge 
supernatural sign, and yet they were still afraid when the enemy came at them.

You and I oft en get afraid just like the Israelites when we are trying to obey God. Sometimes our surroundings start to look like a desert 
with nowhere to turn and an enemy charging aft er us. Even when we have seen God’s wonder and majesty, His miracles, and remember 
the times when He has saved us. But when we are scared, it is hard to WAIT ON GOD.
Th e Israelites probably thought they had two options, either to run away or to fi ght. It probably never crossed their mind to just sit there 
and WAIT ON GOD. Who waits when anything bad is about to happen??? Everyone knows that you either fi ght or run away, but God 
had a plan. Moses heard God’s plan and shared it with everyone… “Th e LORD will fi ght for you; you need only to be still.” God’s plan was 
to fi ght the battle for them, while they just had to WAIT ON GOD!
How many of you like to sit and wait? No one! Th ese people were in trouble, just like you and I get into trouble at times. God’s plan for 
them was to just WAIT ON GOD and let GOD do the fi ghting. Next time you are in trouble, ask God and see if He doesn’t want to do the 
fi ghting for you. Your job will be the same as the Israelites: to WAIT ON GOD!

Ever since man was able to see the moon he has wanted to travel to it. Th ink 
about this amazing point in space travel: Very soon aft er their “take off ” on 
their way to the moon the astronauts will reach “escape velocity” and turn off  
their engines and coast the rest of the way. At the point when the motors are 
completely off , the shuttle is going it’s fastest! It is the same with you and I. Oft en, 
we think we need to work hard and push to get where we want to go. However, 
many times God asks us to just sit and wait, like the astronauts have to in the 
space ship. We have to do absolutely nothing, and let God take care of us. It must 
be hard for astronauts to be in the middle of nowhere out in the huge expanse of 
space and just turn off  their big rocket engines… trusting that they are going as 
fast as they need to that way! We can also relax knowing that when God asks us 
to wait, we are actually moving fast!

Popcorn can represent clouds, like 
the one that lead the Israelites in the 
desert.
To make a pillar of cloud, dip a stick 
into sticky syrup and then poke it into 
a bowl of popcorn and the popped 
kernels will stick to it. Let the children 
make their own sticks for extra fun.

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Two children participate, one from each team. Th e children stand on a piece of wood (2” by 6”). Th e 
goal is to knock the other player off  the board using the swim noodle as if it was a sword, without 
hitting the other person in the head.

3. Roll the “Galaxy express” into a tube shape and tape or glue to secure.
4. Th e fi ns have tabs that insert to the base of the rocket.  Notice that they 
cross over each other to connect before inserting into the rocket body.
5. If using a toilet paper tube, insert it and gently twist it to fold over the 
tabs from the fi ns before attaching the top cone.
6. Form the cone, overlapping up to the dotted line.  Tape or glue the tabs 
to the top of the rocket.

(Opening drama)
Today the robot is acting like he thinks he is the best robot in the world, or even the 
universe, and wants the captain to praise him for how awesome he is. Th e captain tries to 
point out that God is the One who is awesome, not people, but the robot is sure that he is 
perfect. 
Th e robot is excited that they will be going to the satellite he wanted to go to yesterday, and 
points out that there is a great movie showing! Th ey will be witnessing the explosion of a 
star, a supernova!
Th ey quickly get ready for take-off  to the space station “Explotelite” which is a satellite. Play around with your skit, showing that 
the robot thinks he is doing things perfectly, but he is actually making mistakes. For example, while fl ying the ship, the robot could 
tease that he can fl y with no hands, and then turn to tie his shoe. While he isn’t looking, the captain has to grab the wheel to barely 
miss a comet that goes fl ying by!
Aft er not seeing his mistakes for a while, the robot makes a big mistake and feels bad.
Th e captain shares the word of the day: “Worship God,” and how it is talking about worshiping GOD, not yourself! Th e captain 
teaches the audience and the robot to respond my shouting, “I worship you” with their 
hands up, waving in the air.
As they approach the satellite, the captain realizes that he forgot to use googlemaps for 
directions. He doesn’t know how to get to the satellite. Th ey guess some, pray some, turning 
right, then turning left , and in the end they arrive perfectly at the right space station! Both 
the captain and the robot notice that God is the one who helped them fi nd their way and 
they shout together “I worship you” with their hands up in the air.
Aft er landing, they exit the stage, excited to witness a supernova today.

(Main Lesson)

Th en the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea so that the waters may 
fl ow back over the Egyptians and their chariots and horsemen.” Moses stretched out his 
hand over the sea, and at daybreak the sea went back to its place. Th e Egyptians were fl eeing 
toward it, and the LORD swept them into the sea. Th e water fl owed back and covered the 
chariots and horsemen—the entire army of Pharaoh that had followed the Israelites into the 
sea. Not one of them survived. But the Israelites went through the sea on dry ground, with a 
wall of water on their right and on their left . Th at day the LORD saved Israel from the hands 
of the Egyptians, and Israel saw the Egyptians lying dead on the shore.
Th en Moses and the Israelites sang this song to the LORD:

When we left  the Israelites yesterday; they were in trouble and facing their enemies who were chasing 
them. Th ey wanted to fi ght or fl ee, but chose to WAIT ON GOD. Th ey found themselves trapped 
between the enemy army and the huge “Red Sea.” Th ey were trapped and waiting on God to come to 
their rescue, and HE DID! 
Let’s WORSHIP GOD!
God instructed Moses to hold his staff  out over the sea and immediately the water started to part in 
two! Th e whole huge sea divided and left  them a cool dry channel to walk across on dry land! Th is 
is one of the most amazing miracles of the Bible. Th e sea stopped and piled up while over a million 
people walked across. Th en when the Egyptians tried to follow them, God had the sea come crashing 
down on them, killing them all! Th is is an example of God fi ghting the battle for you! Th ere is nothing left  to do but WORSHIP GOD for 
His wonderful miracle. Can you imagine crossing the sea on dry land and seeing God conquer your enemies, right in front of your eyes? 
Th e fi rst thing they did was to sing praises to God, worshiping Him for his wonder and might.

Th at should be our fi rst response to God and his wonder as well, to WORSHIP GOD! When you ask God to help you with a test in school, 
and HE does, don’t just sit there. Th ank Him! When you feel good for doing well on that test, WORSHIP GOD! When you are tired of 
seeing your parents fi ghting and you pray to God to give them peace, and they suddenly stop fi ghting, WORSHIP GOD! When you ask 
God to see you and give you a project to help at church, and the teacher of a class asks you to be their assistant, WORSHIP GOD. When 
you ask God to help you avoid or stand up to a bully at school, and the bully and his whole family get moved to another city, WORSHIP 
GOD! Th ere will always be diff erent answers from God for a variety of problems we face. God is constantly helping us and caring for us, 
and we need to respond like the Israelites did: WORSHIP GOD!

Some stars get so huge and have so much inner pressure that they get to the point 
where they cannot stand the pressure anymore. It builds and builds and builds 
until the star actually EXPLODES into a million little pieces in space! Scientists 
call these supernovas. Th e day that the Israelites were saved from slavery and 
death through the crossing of the red sea, the gratefulness and joy must have been 
a huge pressure inside them. I can imagine they had to explode in gratefulness 
and worship their God who had saved them! Just like a supernova, you and I also 
have times when God comes to our rescue and we cannot help but explode into 
worship; thanking God and praising Him for saving us!

Make a blue gelatin, and pour into 
a large dish to set. If desired, put 
fi sh crackers or fi sh-shaped gummy 
candy into the Jello before it sets 
completely. Remove the center section 
to represent the dry ground that the 
Israelites walked on as they passed 
through the red sea.
Make one for display, but prepare 
small disposable cups of Jello for each 
child to snack on.

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Th e idea of this game is to have the teams compete to see how many marshmallows they can get into 
the cup on the forehead of their team member. It’s fun to make this game extra messy for the audience 
to enjoy.
Put a ladder or chair in front with two children holding it to keep it steady. Each team needs 5 
children to participate, and only one teams goes at a time, guarded carefully by a watcher! Two children (or adult leaders) will lie down on 
the ground in front of the ladder head-to-head. Protect the children’s clothes by cutting a hole out of a garbage bag for the head, and putting 
it on like a shirt. It would also be good to have these two children wear clear protective glasses. Put marshmallows and chocolate syrup in 
equal amounts into two bowls. 
One child goes on top of the ladder with the bowl of marshmallows. Two children hold the ladder and two children lie on the ground, 
holding the cup on their foreheads. When the leader says ‘Go’, the child at the top of the ladder tries to drop the chocolate-dipped 
marshmallows into the cups as fast as he can until his 60 seconds are up. At the end, count the marshmallows in the cup. Eaten 
marshmallows do not count! Aft er one team fi nishes, set up the second team. Th e team with the most marshmallows in the cup wins!

Th e idea of this game is to have two children from each team decorate a cake as fast as possible as a relay 
that is fun to watch for the whole audience. Prepare ahead of time two cakes that have not been frosted. 

Provide aprons, the frosting, some knives and some sprinkles or other ways to decorate the cakes a little. When the leader says go, the 
children put on the aprons, frost the cake, decorate it, and take a quick bite out of the cake. Th e fastest team is the winner. As a bonus, 
provide enough cake to be a fun treat for all the children at the end of your VBS!

Supplies:
Printed white paper with verse or copy of preprinted sea. 
Blue crayons, colored pencils, marker, or paint.

Directions:
1. Color the water parts and the dry ground.
2. Cut or tear along the dotted lines, stopping before reaching the 
dry ground part.
3. Roll the strips tightly on a stick, pencil, or crayon. Optional:  
Glue little stones on the seabed.
